Case 23-009: Dr. Long moved, Mr. Godwin seconded to send a letter to the prescriber and the collaborating physician
requesting explanation and clarification of doses and frequency of dosing to patients. The letters should include a
warning to the provider that failure to respond in a timely manner will result in a referral to the regulatory board.
Motion approved.

Case 23-010: Dr. Long moved, Mr. Godwin seconded to send a letter to the prescriber requesting explanation of the
consistent practice of prescribing high doses and duplication of therapy with high doses to patients. The letter should
include a warning to the provider that failure to respond in a timely manner will result in a referral to the regulatory
board. Motion approved.
